Applications will be evaluated on the basis of: 

 

• Academic Merit (10%) • Individual or group volunteerism (10%) • A required essay (40%) • Financial need (40%)

You must include a list of your 2019-2020 classes with the application.  The official transcript which includes 

SAT or ACT scores, should be provided and signed by your school guidance counselor. Please attach your 

resume and transcript from Naviance. 

 

Essay Topic 

Please describe your academic and career goals and your plans to achieve them.  Your essay should be no more 

than 1,000 words; there is no minimum length.  Please use Times New Roman, 12-point font size; 1” margins; 

and double-spacing.  The essay is designed to demonstrate your ability to write clearly and concisely and help 

set your application apart from others.  
 

On a separate sheet of paper, explain briefly factors that affect your need for financial assistance.
